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Abstract

The objective of this research was to follow up the teaching curriculum of bachelor of
public administration in environmental inputs and processes of teaching courses of public
administration. This research is a qualitative study. Data were collected from the literature, the
research reports and interviews. The key informants include 5 lecturers in the course, 6 instructors,
2 experts and 20 students. The findings were that: 1) the environment for teaching includes a
objectives and course structure reveals that most are consensus on the objectives and course
structure that is appropriate for the situation to change and the needs of the labor market; 2) inputs
including determining the instructors and resource management found that most agreed that it was
appropriate and consistent qualification of instructors and courses. The experts should be improved
between the students and instructors in developing their skills and improving the materials for
teaching appropriate to use; 3) the process of teaching and learning, including learning
management, and measurement and evaluation found that most agreed that it was appropriate
and would consider the potential of students. In addition, students have commented that instructors

should disclose scores and how to evaluate the score points should be clear.
