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Potential of Community Enterprises in Lower Central Provinces Region

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Abstract

With a view toward improving business activities, the potential of community enterprises in
the Lower Central Provinces Region 1 was examined. Qualitative research was conducted and
data were collected from 12 key informants. The research instruments were an interview and
recording of data; analysis was by content analysis. The research found that community
enterprises in the lower central provinces region 1 had the potential to manage at a moderate
level. SWOT analysis showed that the strengths were product and member learning. The

weaknesses were the implementation of government agencies that lack linkage and integration
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between agencies. The opportunity was the policy of government to focus on community enterprise

development. External threats were changing the rules and trade rules. The approach of the

potential of community enterprises was the development of products with 4 attributes: valuable,

rare, in-imitable and non-substitutable and established community enterprise network.
