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The Guideline to Apply Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in Personnel

Financial Management for Teachers in Nakhon Pathom Province
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study 1) income, expense, saving, asset and debt
of teachers in Nakhon Prathom Province, 2) level of applying the sufficiency economy philosophy
in personnel financial management, 3) factors of applying the sufficiency economy philosophy
affecting personnel financial management, 4) guideline to applying the sufficiency economy
philosophy in personnel financial management for teachers in Nakhon Pathom province. Samples
from stratified random sampling and simple random sampling consisted of 400 teachers in
Nakhon Pathom province and 4 key informants for in-depth interview. Elicitation tools used for data
collection were questionnaire and in-depth interview guideline. Quantitative data analysis was
done by using frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, expense to income
ratio, asset to income ratio, debt to income ratio and multiple regression analysis. Qualitative data
analysis was done by using content analysis.

The research results revealed that applying the sufficiency economy philosophy in
personnel financial management was in high level consisting of reasonableness, self-immunity,
knowledge and ethics but moderation was in moderate level. The factors of applying the
sufficiency economy philosophy affecting personnel financial management consisted of moderation,
reasonableness and knowledge. There were 5 guidelines to applying the sufficiency economy
philosophy in personnel financial management. First, income guidelines consisted of the
reasonable income planning, and balanced happiness building. Second, expense guideline consisted
of the moderation and reasonable expense, the family and community indoctrination. Third, saving
guidelines consisted of the saving planning with self-immunity, the saving discipline building for
themselves and family. Forth, asset guideline consisted of the knowledgeable investment and risk
diversification, the goodness investment with giving and donation. Fifth, debt guidelines consisted

of the debt reduction for self-immunity, and the debt building for necessary things.
